The dormitory
i un as a hotel-type seryice and students can find many other services such as a small
shop for various personal articles, o cafeteria, a restaurant, and a pub. There is a sports
center with a swimming pool and  fitness room, basketball and tennis courts, ete. On
every floor thore is a quict lounge with a coffee machine, a microwave oven and
refrigerator; as well as a TV room, and a laundry room. Bed linen is provided, but not
towels and. Cooking or keeping food in rooms s not permitted.
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‘With over 250,000 documents in various formate, the CEU Library holds the largest
collection of English-language materials n the social sciences and the humanities in
Central and Bastorn Europe. New materials are constantly nequired, particularly within
the diseiplines of CEU’s academic dopartments and programs. Recently published
English-language monographs and serials in economies, environmental policy and
scioncs, history, international relations and European studics, law, and political science
can be found in the collection: many are unique to the region. The basie literature of
specialized fields such as gender studies or nationalism is also richly represented.
